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Job Description: Kinesiology Intern Position
Requirements/Preferences:
· Availability to accommodate a varied school schedule day/evening; data collectors and interventionists must be free for 8 hours on at least one day of the week to allow time to travel to schools and collect data or deliver physical activity or nutrition intervention.  
· Comply with MSU, College of Nursing (CON), and Research Center policies, procedures, and trainings
· Valid driver’s license to travel to project sites and off-campus meetings (preferred)
· Some experience working with adolescents and interest in research 

Position Description:
· Interns may choose from following roles/positions: Data collectors assist project staff with adolescent and parent measurements. Recall specialists conduct phone interviews to collect past 24 hrs food intake from adolescents and enter responses into computer. Social media moderators oversee private web-based parent postings. Intervention coaches run either physical activity or nutrition/cooking session of after-school clubs. 

Expectations:
· Interns will be supplied with all materials and training to perform their roles in accordance with standards set by the CON, MSU’s Institutional Review Board (IRB), and funding agency. 
· Interns will be expected to represent MSU in a professional manner, abide by school district procedures in their selected role, and maintain participant respect and confidentiality.

Work Schedule:
· Work schedule will vary with each position. Interns working as a data collector and recall specialist need to have a flexible schedule that includes availability on weekdays, evenings, and weekends. Both positions extend from end of August through December and/or January through May. Interns working as intervention coaches in the after-school club will need to be available early afternoon to early evening hours at least once a week during the 13-week intervention starting in mid-September to mid-April. Social media moderators will work independently with a flexible schedule based on task to be completed.  All hired individuals are required to attend any training. 

Submitting Hours/Pay Rate:
· Interns work the specified hours/week per credit hour required by their department over 15 weeks. 
· A regular weekly schedule will be agreed upon between the intern and Project Manager. 
· The intern will keep a log of hours and tasks completed to review at meetings.
